It is almost becoming a 
trend for the average citizen

“ Buy it in the big city, get it 
repaired at home.”

A solid plus-factor in favor 
of shopping at home is now 
emerging. It will take several 
years for the average citizen 
to realize that the savings in J l 
the big city is rapidly being 
eaten away by high fuel costs 
for the auto.

Postmaster Coplen said 
that after July 15, envelopes 
and cards measuring less 
than y / i  inches high or 5 
inches long will be returned 
to the sender if mailed.

The Argos postmaster said 
that because the envelope 
and greeting card industries 
have had more than three 
years to prepare for the new 
standards. few retailers 
should still be selling under­
sized pieces.

“ Many consumers, how­
ever, are likely to still have 
smaller envelopes and cards 
in their supply of station­
ery,” Coplen said.

The regulations also pro-
